EMMAUS TO PENTECOST ‐ A STORY OF LIFE AND LEARNING 

I have wriƩen before about our learning focus on “Surface, Deep and Transfer” as essenƟal ways 

of ‘knowing’. The story we celebrated at mass on the weekend links directly to this learning focus. 

On the way to Emmaus, two followers of Jesus recalled the recent events involving Jesus at a 

Surface level. Jesus joins them on their journey and the Deep learning begins. He assists them in 

making the connecƟons between scripture and his life. They recognised him in the breaking of 

the bread. When he leŌ them the asked each other, “Were not our hearts burning within us while 

he talked with us on the road and opened the Scriptures to us?” Then on Pentecost, the Spirit 

infuses them with their mission and they Transfer all they have learned and apply it in acƟon ‐ the 

birth of our church. 

This is a story of our faith lives as well. We need essenƟal knowledge in learning about God and 

all things. We need to be enabled to make connecƟons between what have already learned. Our 

new knowledge and ability to connect with this new knowledge leads to applying that new 

knowledge to our lives. We have this embodied in the Trinity, God ‐ the Creator, Jesus the 

connector and the Holy Spirit ‐ who empowers us all to live the Gospel values!

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ARRIVAL AT SCHOOL 
Supervision begins at 8:25am.  

Children should not be leŌ at school before this Ɵme. 

A ‘kiss and drop’ zone operates in the morning if you do not wish to walk your child into 

school. Adults must stay in the car at all Ɵmes if using the ‘kiss and drop’ zone. The 

children’s bags must be in the car with them to ensure they can exit quickly. At no Ɵme can a car be leŌ 

unaƩended in the ‘kiss and drop’ zone. If you wish to walk your child into school, please drive up the ramp 

to the car park. Children take their bags to the classroom and then must go straight to the playground for 

supervision. No one is to remain in the building before school unless they have made a formal 

appointment with a staff member. If this is the case, you must sign in at the office. Parents who come 

down onto the playground are asked to stand to the side and allow their child to socialise with the other 

children on the playground. The perimeter gates are locked each morning.  

The Barnier Drive main gate entrance remains open during the day. 

DEPARTURE FROM SCHOOL 

School finishes at 3:20pm and we appreciate your efforts to pick up your child promptly 

at this Ɵme.  

Supervision ceases at 3:40pm. The ‘kiss and drop’ zone does not operate in the aŌernoon. Parents/

caregivers are required to park in the top car park and collect children from the designated  point outside 

the building. Please do not go into the building to collect children from classrooms. Please note, children 

are not allowed to walk to the car park and meet their parents. They must be collected from the teacher. 

The perimeter gates are closed aŌer the last bus leaves in the aŌernoon. If there is an emergency and you 

are late to collect your child, please contact the school office. Children can become anxious when parents 

are late or they are unclear about their aŌernoon arrangements. 

Students arriving before 8:25am or remaining at school aŌer 3:30pm are required to be enrolled in 

COSHC. Students are not to be leŌ outside the school main gate unsupervised. This is a child protecƟon 

issue of grave concern. 

CARPARK ETIQUETTE 
Parents are reminded that all cars need to be parked in Marked spaces only. This allows for the safe 

passage of other cars through the car park whilst also maximising the safety of all pedestrians, including all 

children, at all Ɵmes. Please respect other members of the community by using the car park in a safe and 

respecƞul manner.
